They
must write an acceptable Thesis, and deposit it with the Dean
on or before the first day of February, on some Medical ‘subject
of their own selection. They must, at the time of receiving the
degree, acknowledge the right of the Faculty to revoke it, if
they engage in irregular or unprofessional practices.
