Art+Feminism 2019 is in the fifth year of a six-year
campaign that focuses on gender and non-binary
artists and encourages new editors to participate,
especially women who represent less than 10 percent
of Wikipedia editors.

Start the year by celebrating access to art and
information. In January 2019, thousands of films,
books, photos, sheet music and other works
published in the United States in 1923 enter the public
domain.

From now on, works governed by the Copyright Act of
1909 will enter the public domain at the end of the
95th calendar year from publication, so 1923 works
entered the public domain on January 1, 2019. In
2020, works published in 1924 enter the public
domain. It’s the first time since 1998 for a mass shift
to the public domain of material protected under
copyright.
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
